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Snowdon at Night Participant Terms and Conditions
1. General
1.1 By registering for Snowdon at Night, participants agree to these Terms & Conditions and any additional terms issued by Charity Challenge.
1.2 Participants acknowledge that Snowdon at Night is delivered in partnership with Charity Challenge and that separate event operator terms may apply.
1.3 Participants must be aged 18 years or over on the date of the event unless otherwise agreed in writing.
2. Fundraising Commitment
2.1 Participants registering agree to actively fundraise and work towards the minimum fundraising target of £345 associated with their place. Participants acknowledge that fundraising is a fundamental part of participation in this event.
2.2 Participants agree to create and actively promote a fundraising page wherever possible.
2.3 Participants should communicate with the St Margaret's Hospice fundraising team if they are experiencing difficulties in reaching their target so that appropriate support can be offered.
2.4 Participants acknowledge that the minimum fundraising target for Snowdon at Night is £345.
2.5 Participants understand that achieving the minimum fundraising target is a condition of participation. If the minimum fundraising target of £345 is not achieved by the fundraising deadlines specified by Charity Challenge and St Margaret's Hospice, the participant may not be permitted to take part in the challenge.
2.6 In line with Charity Challenge requirements, participants are responsible for ensuring that sponsorship funds are submitted by the applicable deadlines. Failure to meet the fundraising target may result in St Margaret's Hospice being unable to cover the participant's challenge costs and therefore the participant's place on the event may be withdrawn.
2.7 Participants who are concerned about their progress towards the fundraising target should contact the St Margaret's Hospice fundraising team as early as possible so that appropriate fundraising support and guidance can be provided.

2.8 Participants are expected where possible to have raised a minimum of 50% of their fundraising target by Monday 3 August 2026 (2 months before trek). This milestone enables St Margaret's Hospice and Charity Challenge to provide additional support where needed and helps ensure participants remain on track to meet the fundraising requirements of the challenge. Participants who believe they may not reach this milestone are encouraged to contact the St Margaret's Hospice fundraising team as early as possible for advice and support.
2.9 Where participants register as part of a group, team, workplace, family or other collective entry, the minimum fundraising target applies to each individual participant. Fundraising totals cannot be combined, shared or transferred between participants for the purpose of meeting the minimum fundraising requirement.
2.10 Each participant must independently raise the minimum fundraising target of £345 in order to be eligible to take part in Snowdon at Night. If an individual participant does not meet the minimum fundraising target by the required deadline, St Margaret's Hospice and Charity Challenge reserve the right to withdraw that individual's place on the challenge, regardless of the fundraising achieved by other members of their group.

3. Donations and Sponsorship
3.1 All funds raised in connection with Snowdon at Night must be paid directly to St Margaret's Hospice through approved fundraising channels.
3.2 Donations are non-refundable except in exceptional circumstances and at the discretion of St Margaret's Hospice.
3.3 Funds raised for St Margaret's Hospice cannot be transferred to another participant or event without prior written agreement.
4. Participant Health and Safety
4.1 Participants confirm that they are medically fit and capable of undertaking a mountain trekking challenge.
4.2 Participants participate entirely at their own risk.
4.3 Participants are responsible for ensuring they have suitable clothing, footwear, equipment and insurance where required.
4.4 St Margaret's Hospice reserves the right to refuse participation if there are concerns regarding a participant's safety or wellbeing.
5. Event Changes and Cancellation
5.1 St Margaret's Hospice and Charity Challenge reserve the right to amend routes, itineraries, timings or event arrangements where necessary.
5.2 In circumstances beyond reasonable control, including adverse weather, safety concerns or force majeure events, the challenge may be altered, postponed or cancelled.
5.3 Registration fees remain subject to the cancellation policy outlined by Charity Challenge.
6. Photography and Marketing
6.1 Participants consent to photographs and video footage taken during the event being used by St Margaret's Hospice and Charity Challenge for promotional, marketing and fundraising purposes.
6.2 Participants who do not wish to be featured should notify St Margaret's Hospice in writing before the event.
7. Fundraising Incentives
7.1 Referral rewards and fundraising incentives are subject to availability.
7.2 To qualify for a referral reward, the referred participant must identify the referring participant by email in advance by contacting St Margaret's Hospice.
8. Communications
8.1 Participants agree to receive communications relating to the event, fundraising support and important event updates.
8.2 Participants are responsible for ensuring their contact details remain up to date.
9. Acceptance
9.1 By participating in Snowdon at Night, participants confirm that they have read and understood these Terms & Conditions and agree to comply with them throughout their involvement in the event.
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
